Four additional species known from the state in
historic times have been excluded because they no longer
occur: the Passenger Pigeon and Carolina Parakeet, both now
extinct, and the Sage Grouse and Black-capped Vireo, which
have been extirpated from the state.

This list was compiled by the Kansas Bird Records Committee
(KBRC) of the Kansas Ornithological Society. The KBRC
solicits written documentation of unusual bird sightings in the
state of Kansas, especially for any species listed hypothetically
(in brackets) or not at al, or denoted with an asterisk (*),
signifying that it has been reported fewer than ten times.
